A Holiday with a Difference
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Best wishes to Peter Lankshear who leaves on 5th May for an action packed holiday.
 
In recognition of his 90th birthday Peter’s family are taking him to America to join in the Sesquicentennial (150th) events celebrating the completion of America’s first transcontinental railway in May 1869.
Many historians regard the completion of this project as being as significant as the landing of a man on the Moon almost exactly 100 years later. 
Prior to this, between the Missouri River and thriving California lay a vast tract of a largely unexplored wilderness of mountains and high deserts. The only settlements of any significance were those of the Mormons in Utah in the area around the Great Salt Lake. 

Travel between wealthy California and the Eastern States was extremely difficult and dangerous. By sea a voyage could take literally months as with no Panama Canal ships had to go via the treacherous Cape Horn at the bottom of South America.  Overland, travel was either by horse or walking on rough tracks called trails. This was the era of the legendary “covered wagons” on a journey that took many months, encountering waterless deserts, three mountain ranges and yes – hostile Indians. It is thought that despite the difficulties, over the years something like 500,000 migrants attempted the journey and the death rate due to disease, weather and lack of water was in excess of 10%.   
Thus the need for a railway had long been realised and in 1863 President Lincoln signed an order authorising the construction of a railway between the Missouri River in Nebraska and Sacramento in California.  Construction would be from both ends.  
Whole books have been written about the problems and tribulations and final success of the enormous project and the railheads met at Promontory, a desolate spot north of the Salt Lake. The last spike was driven on the 10th May 1869 to complete a railway of nearly 1700 miles.
As well as re-enactment ceremonies on the 10th May there will be plenty of associated features and events and in the throng will be the Lankshear family.

Interstate Highway 80 runs close to the whole route of the original transcontinental railway which is today extremely busy. Peter’s family are all railway enthusiasts so for the rest of their holiday they will be exploring by car practically the whole of the route and in so doing will traverse California, Nevada, Utah, Wyoming, and parts of Nebraska and Colorado.
