Methodist Beginnings by Peter Taylor.
John and Charles Wesley both went to America in 1735. John’s time was spent both supporting the colonists and evangelising the native Indians. It was a bit of a disaster! The Indian Mission was aborted, and John returned in disgrace after a naïve attachment to Sophia Hopkey, niece of a chief magistrate; when she married someone else, John barred her from Communion, and subsequently fled back to England. 

After his return from America in disgrace John Wesley’s faith must have been severely tested. A chance meeting with a religious sect called the Moravians led to the well-publicised “my heart was strangely warmed” experience, and his intellectual faith became personal and emotional. This experience took place on 24 May, 1738, which date is remembered as Wesley Day throughout the world as the Methodist Church’s true beginning.
