 Tax Rebates
Remember that you can claim a 33% rebate of the amount you have paid in your church offering. Some rebates have already been paid.
This is your money, not the church’s, but if you would like to give us all or part of it, please just put it in a named envelope in the Sunday offering basket.  Please indicate that it is a tax rebate.
Consider this:
 If you paid $300 last year, you could claim back $100. You could then contribute that $100 in this year and claim $33 back, and that $33 would get you $11 back the following year.
Over four years your $300 offering would amount to more than $440. (Please note: the example of $300 was chosen because it is an easy sum!)
