Trivia
In England, Joseph Swan invented an electric light bulb in1879, one year before Thomas Edison. But Swan didn’t patent his idea and was accused of copying by Edison who did patent the idea and is therefore generally credited as being the inventor. 

 However, it was shown that the bulbs were produced by different processes, and Swan was able to prove prior work to Edison’s. To avoid expensive litigation, they formed a joint company named Ediswan.
Ediswan was to become an early producer of radio valves, using the brand name Mazda, and remained in business for many years.
