Did You Know?
Where did the term Methodist come from?                                                    
Whilst in Oxford in the 1730s John Wesley, his brother Charles, and like-minded friends were part of The Holy Club, a religious group emphasising methodical study and devotion. Others in Oxford gave the group the nickname of Methodist because of this emphasis.                    

They were also known for their frequent communion services and for fasting two days a week. They added social services to their activities, visiting Oxford prisoners (teaching them to read, paying their debts, and trying to find employment for them), visiting workhouses and poor people, distributing food, clothes, medicine, and books and even running a school.
