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The earliest application of what we today call electronic engineering was the electric telegraph, which by the second half of the 19th Century had revolutionised communications. As early as 1850, after three attempts, England and the USA were connected by submarine cable.  
The foremost American telegraph company was Western Union which by the 1870’s was a powerful and influential organisation, handling vast numbers of telegrams, press news items and business traffic.

A Scottish born scientist, Alexander Graham Bell, an inventor and hearing specialist resident in America was experimenting with the development of a telegraph system using musical notes, when he stumbled on the principles of the telephone.  He developed his discovery and was granted a patent in March 1876. Bell tried to interest Western Union in the telephone but they dismissed it a novelty of little commercial value, so he decided to form his own company, which became the mighty Bell Telephone Company, making Bell a very rich man. 
Bell’s patent has been claimed to be the most valuable invention ever made.  The telephone Western Union closed its telegraph business in 2006 and is now a finance company! So much for a worthless novelty invention.
