Sermon:  “No one can come to me unless the Father who sent me draws him to me” (John 6.44)  
Magnets are fascinating, ‘defying’ laws of nature. Objects drawn to a magnet cannot help themselves.

What are you attracted to? Text suggests there is something about Jesus that draws people to him.  
What about Jesus drew others to him? And thus us too.  Text.
· Jesus’s greatness: shown in miracles – some always drawn to those with power.
· Jesus’s holiness: shown in woman who touched hem of his garment

· Jesus’s justice: shown in the outcast welcomed

· Jesus’s love: shown in Zacchaeus, and the woman who anointed Jesus
· Jesus’s friendship: shiwn in Mary and Martha

1 or 2 of these might also draw us to Jesus, though probably not all equally.

What about this parish might draw others to Jesus?  Text.
· Greatness – are there miracles? Not necessarily defying natural laws.

· Holiness – are we different in a positive way?

· Justice – does this drive any activity?

· Love – do new people start coming because of the love we show?
· Friendship – has anyone brought friends to church? 
Implications for Evangelism: Text – Jesus attracts, not forces folk.  Is this what we do?

We are not meant to draw folk to us, to our parish, but to Jesus.

Our role is to be magnets for God – it is Jesus who will sustain them and us in the long run.
